
For 2-year-old Success in California, Count on

In six of the past seven years, Swiss Yodeler has ranked �rst or second among 
California’s leading sires of 2-year-olds.

As the favorite in her second start, Swiss Yodeler 2-year-old Neeko is pictured 
winning a 6 1/2 furlong open maiden special at Oak Tree by 2 3/4 lengths de-
feating �llies by Candy Ride (2), El Corredor, Maria’s Mon and Yes It’s True 
including a sister to Chocolate Candy (G3) and half-sister to Street Hero (G1).

In 2009, Swiss Yodeler is the leader among California sires by state-bred 
2-year-old earnings and is represented by 15 juvenile winners (50% from 
starters) at distances of 4 1/2 furlongs to 1 1/16 miles. They include two 
open maiden special weight winners at Hollywood Park who banked 
$35,880 for their winning e�orts and Oak Tree maiden special winner 
Neeko who earned $31,200 for her victory plus an additional $20,000 
bonus awarded to her owner from the Cal-bred maiden bonus program.
In the past decade, Swiss Yodeler is one of only three sires in California 
to lead the General and Two-Year-Old sire lists in the same year.
